The Beute Story 2012

In 1963 Arnold Beute, Gert-Jan’s father, started flying racing pigeons. He wanted to begin with the very best available at that time. This led him, in 1964, to visit Jos van Limpt alias “De Klak”.

The following year, that is 1965, incredible performances were obtained, top championships were won many times and several times he was the General Champion (overall the races) in the Section.

In 1967 Arnold Beute became the 5th Best Fancier in W.H.Z.B. (Who Has Them Better). The performances of these Klak pigeons were as it were from another planet. The first 5 prizes against thousands of pigeons were common.
Gert Jan Beute was born in 1965 (he is the current fancier), as a child he naturally was immersed in the competitive spirit of his father and visited all the top lofts in the Netherlands and Belgium. 

The Beute & Son loft from 1964 up to and including 2008 had no other pigeons than the pure Janssen’s, mainly those from Jos de Klak.

Father Beute passed away in 1999. Gert Jan had to carry on by himself. This he was already accustomed to, due to father Beute becoming ill in 1987.

Gert Jan began racing his hens in 2000 (father Beute didn’t want to hear about Double Widowhood). In 2002 Gert-Jan had the 1st Ace Pigeon of the Friesland Section with his super hen the “063
In 2006 he obtained 26 pigeons from Hans Eijerkamp and Sons, amongst them were two unbelievable pigeons: the world famous “Missouri’s Girl” and the “Claes Hen”.

In 2007 and 2008 these Eijerkamp pigeons were raced but were not bred from. Gert Jan wanted to keep his family of Janssen pigeons 100% pure, no other pigeons were ever crossed with these Janssen’s.

When Gert Jan wrote his first book, “UiterlijkeKenmerken van Crackduiven” (The Outward Characteristics of Champion Pigeons), he had the opportunity to handle and study the 400 to 500 best pigeons of the Netherlands. Doing so opened his eyes, these super national ace pigeons and other supers, in the hand, were very different from most pigeons. By examining and selecting (keuren) these pigeons, Gert Jan developed a feeling for super pigeons. He has the ability to judge the worth of a pigeon in the hand with 100% certainty. Will this one become a super or will it always be a poor one. Beginning around 2008 many top and ordinary fanciers have asked him to select and pair their pigeons.  This has resulted in hundreds of first prize winners being born out of couples put together by Gert Jan.

At the end of 2007 some radical changes were made at the Beute lofts, the pureness of the strain were no longer of the greatest importance but the build (judging in the hand) of the pigeon and its race results became number one. Out of the old Janssen family only those that satisfied the requirements of the modern pigeon were kept. 

Beginning in 2008 other pigeons were brought in, the strain or name were no longer considered, the only thing that was important was that they were super pigeons in the hand and they came out of super racing lines. 

The pigeons from these other fanciers (Gerard Koopman, Hans and Evert Jan Eijerkamp, Leo Heremans and Bas and Gerard Verkerk) were paired to the very best of the old strain. 

In 2007, 3 Teletext positions were won (in the top 10 positions on National races from 500/700 km), in 2008 again we made the Teletext. In 2009 the best One Day Long Distance pigeon of Europe, in 2010 Keizer General  Old Birds for the Friesland Section and the 1st Ace Pigeon of the Section (always against 1600 fanciers), also 1st and 2nd Olympiad Pigeon Old Birds for the Netherlands in Poland (2011). In 2011 also was the 1st Keizer General for the Friesland Section and the 1st Ace Pigeon of the Netherlands in B.O.T.B. (Best of the Best) for the One Day Long Distance. Also in 2010 and 2011 we had Teletext positions and race results that will make your mouth water. Gert Jan Beute once more was the Keizer General for the One Day Long Distance of the Friesland Section (the same section where Pieter Veenstra flies).

The press named Gert Jan Beute one of the best lofts in the world over the last several years. 

Beginning in 2008 young birds from Hans and Evert Jan Eijerkamp were sent, in 2008 up to and including 2011, each year 12 youngsters were sent and now in 2012 Gert Jan obtained 30 youngsters out of the very best. Why? Because, Gert Jan over the last 5 years has had fantastic results and was able to predict which would be the Aces and which weren’t worth 2 cents. These direct Eijerkamps are flown as a test. Only the pigeons that pass a very strict hand selection are kept, but these are also the ones that deliver the top performances on the races. 

There are also several Eijerkamp pigeons in the breeding loft (Van Loon, Koopman, Heremans), but these have to have a 100% perfect build and also come out of the winning blood lines.

At this time (2012) the pairs “Triller x Vanity” and their son the “Vechtmachine” and his hen “Jia-Li” are the most important breeding pairs in the loft.
They are the combination of the speed genes from the old Janssen line and the Heremans pigeons X the long distance genes from the “Kliene Dirk” and “Branco” line from Gerard Koopman.
Each and every pair in Gert Jan Beute’s breeding loft is made up of two perfectly build pigeons; they have the best ancestors, with super performances. The pairs are totally compensated, that is a racing eye is paired to a breeding eye, and pigeons with good orientation (speed) are paired to pigeons with long distance muscles. Pigeons with even the smallest fault are not found on the breeding loft at Wilhelminaoord. 

Besides this Gert Jan Beute has developed a perfect system with his own products (feeding supplements) that give the birds the ability to deliver top performances. This system has been very successful in both the Netherlands and Belgium. Hundreds of fanciers bring their pigeons into top condition without the use of medication.
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
